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Notes from September 2009 Community Meeting  

 

The budget for fiscal year-end 2009 resulted in an overage.  Unused monies will be held in reserve for future projects.  
Several up-coming projects under consideration and the money can be used to offset the costs.  

 

Proposed budget for 2010 will be available for approval at the next community meeting in December. 
 

Costs for Sunset Beach projects which include constructing a rock groin and replenishing the sand are expected to 

increase.  $10,000 was approved for the projects and we are still waiting for final permit approval.   Our application for 
grant money from Chesapeake Bay Trust was not approved.  There was intense competition this year for limited dollars.  

We will apply again during the next CBT grant cycle.  We are also considering applying for mini-grants offered by CBT.  

If approved, we could start parts of the projects.   

 
Crab Away Pier bids have bee received to remove the invasive vegetation and clean up the lawn and hillside area of 

Sunset.  The current plan is to construct bamboo barriers to control and manage the spread and growth of bamboo into 

the lawn area.  $7,000 was approved for the project. We will apply a $1000.00 Unity Garden grant to offset the cost of 
replanting at Crab Away. Note:  the grant was approved and we had a fantastic planting day.  This completes stage one 

of our improvements to Crab Away.  

 

The first annual Adopt a Garden day was October 3.  Three of our six proposed gardens have been adopted.  Each 
garden is designed to manage an erosion problem.  There was concern that not all the gardens would be adopted 

(volunteer opportunities remain)  and that the grant would not cover the full cost of planting.  An additional $1000.00 

was approved to cover any overage.  
 

Coconut Coir Coil Bio-retention Logs have been suggested to temporarily control storm water runoff and further 

erosion at Crab Away and Hillbottom.  These will help stabilize the property until more permanent solutions are 
finalized.  A total of $1,800.00 ($900.00/log) was approved to install 2 logs.  

 

Hillbottom Beach bulkhead replacement costs are estimated at $25,000.00.  This project was included in the ramp 

permit and includes replacing the bulkhead on both sides of the ramp.  Bob will obtain more bids and the details will be 
presented at the December meeting.   

 

Lisa Bender reviewed information from the Severn River Association meeting on oyster growing and the results of 
CMIA water tests from Operation Clearwater. The Severn River Association has expressed interest in CMIAôs environmentally 
friendly approach to community projects. Lisa and Retta Barkley presented an overview of some of CMIAôs ñBay Friendlyò projects 

and ideas at the SRA Oct. meeting.
