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Notes from the June 2010 Community Meeting

e CMIA Board of Directors elections will be October 5™ 2010, see Upcoming Events page 2.

e Parking continues to be a concern at Hillbottom Beach. Cars without current CMIA parking stickers are blocking
access to parking at the beach. CMIA security has adopted a written warning system of 2 warnings before towing
and vehicle information will be recorded. See Security section below for more on parking issues.

e Signs have been ordered for all CMIA community properties to remind residents of parking and community rules.
e Target practice and guns of any kind, are not permitted on any CMIA beach or surrounding property.

o Hillbottom Beach had a high Enterococci count on 5/27/10. A warning sign was posted to remind swimmers to
shower after swimming. Probable cause was the noted increase in bird droppings. Follow up testing on 6/2/10
showed a low Enterococci count. ***source: Dr. Sally Horner- Operation Clearwater.

¢ Financial statements were presented for all CMIA accounts. CMIA SCBD overages are allocated to future projects.
e Information on a Tower Federal Credit Union program available to CMIA residents was handed out.
e Sunset Beach Work Permit has been approved and work dates are still TBA.

e We had a very successful Community Yard Sale Day. The CMIA Community tables and Plant sale netted @
$125.00 to replenish the Clubhouse Account [used for community social events] Thank you to Diehl’s Produce
Stand on Robison Rd for consigning us “area Native Plants” and annuals to sell for the community!

e The “Oyster King”, in Pasadena has offered to donate 2 oyster cages with spat, to CMIA.. Reps from DNR’s
Maryland Grows Qysters Program, AACC’s Operation Clearwater, and the Army Corps of Engineers think recent
studies indicate we should be able to support Oyster growth in our area waters.. Cages will be placed under our
community piers.

e A proposed canoe rack at Sunset Beach will be reconsidered after all other work needed at beach has been
completed.

o A ‘Living Shoreline’ plan for Crab A Way beach will be developed and brought back to community.
e Purchase of 2 more picnic tables and a grill for Hillbottom Beach, was approved.

Security

We have a very limited security team of volunteers, and are always recruiting for more! If you have a spare hour here or
there, and can help us out within the community, please contact Donna Kochanski at 410 544 0008. The schedule can be
entirely yours, but we really do need more people to help us in our quest to make Carrollton Manor a safer place to live.

Parking has become a major issue this year. Our community has grown to over 530 homes, which means more residents
at the beach, and more residents parking on the streets. It is incredibly important that emergency vehicles have
access to all homes. Please be sure when you park on narrow streets that you leave enough space around you. It
may save your vehicle from being damaged, if an emergency vehicle or someone trailing a boat tries to squeeze down
your street.

Beach parking has become a problem as well. If you do not have a parking sticker, your vehicle will be tagged by a
member of the security team. If it continues beyond two warnings, your vehicle will be towed. Please contact Lillian
Serio at 410 647 5450 to purchase a parking sticker. A $1.00 investment can save a $100 tow bill ...

Reminder: Guests may not park at Hillbottom Beach. You must either bring them in your vehicle, or they must find
public parking elsewhere. Parking is for Carrollton Manor residents only.

Lock your cars and remove your valuables. Most cars that get broken into in our neighborhood are unlocked. You
can minimize your chances by taking two simple steps: lock your car and remove valuables. Please be sure to report any
criminal activity promptly to the Police Department, and provide as many details as possible to aid them in resolution.

Clean Up after your Pets: Why you may ask? .Dog poop smells bad and it’s full of nasty bacteria and nitrogen.
Bacteria can make people very sick and lead to fish kills and algae blooms in the Bay. Wildlife eat what’s available to
them on the land but dogs eat dog food or table scraps making dog poop nastier and more lethal. CMIA provides dog
waste bags at both beaches for your convenience. Please use them. Remember - children play on the grass and
make castles in the sand where your pet goes. When you walk your pet, carry a bag to pick up waste and dispose of it

properly.

Yard waste or tree trimmings should be composted or placed at the curb for pick up, not dumped on CMIA
Community Property. We have been working hard to beautify our neighborhood, Anything dumped on East
Drive, Severn Rd, Park Rd, and the woods at Hillbottom is our responsibility to cleanup. The community had
to pay for the removal of the tree branches left at Crab Away Pier after winter storms.

CMIA beach properties belong to everyone in the community. Please be considerate of others: Share the grill and
tables and keep any radios and music at a reasonable volume. Guns, including but not limited to paintball guns,
Airsoft, pellet and BBs, are strictly prohibited on any community beaches or property. Watch your language,
sound magnifies near water and there are children around ! Clean up any trash you bring or see from bottles to butts.
Earn an extra gold star and pick up trash that was there before you arrived. Watch your children in the water- not all
children are strong swimmers and rambunctious water play can be scary or dangerous. The sandy hill at Hillbottom
Beach is eroding badly. Climbing and playing on the hill is prohibited. Please stay off the hill.
