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Notes from the March 2010 Community Meeting  

 

§ The community picnic on Saturday, June 26th, will be a return to an ñold-fashionedò picnic and more casual than the 

past few years.  Food, beer, wine and sodas will be available on a pay-as-you-go basis.   Bring a dish to share, and a 

chair or blanket to sit on.  This is an attempt to cut costs as well as promote a friendly atmosphere. 

§ A mini-grant application was submitted to Chesapeake Bay to clean-up the hillside area of leaves and trash.  We 

need to work on the living shoreline and will explore a loan through DNR. 

§ We want to submit a plan to work on the hill at Hillbottom Beach.  If we are chosen, we have to pay 5% ($10,000) as 

our portion of the $200,000 to fix the erosion issue there.  A motion to pursue this grant, with the understanding we 

would agree to the 5% was unanimously approved. 

§ A motion to allow the Board to apply for any grant with a community outlay of no more than $20,000 in 

participation was unanimously approved. 

§ An idea to build a ñwash offò area near the pier walkway will be investigated a proposal brought to the Board. .  This 

will be helpful for people to wash off before heading home.   

§ Due to the recent storms, trees have fallen in the buffer zone of the beach.  We are working with the Dept of Forestry 

for permission to cut the trees down.  Don offered to coordinate volunteers to do the work and rent a chipper.  He 

feels with 6 people the work can be done and save the community a lot of money.  We have one volunteer already.  

§ Volunteers are needed to help with the new sand that will be installed at Hillbottom and Sunset Beaches.   

§ A resident inquired about a bike rack for Hillbottom Beach to aid with parking.  We agreed to pursue the possibility. 

§ The idea of an ice cream social for the end of the summer event was discussed .  We have a resident who has 

expressed interest in planning this, if his schedule permits. 

§ A resident suggested we possibly have a DNR person come and speak to the children about crabbing, fishing and 

water safety.  Discussion was also held about possible swimming lessons, which were previously offered free of 

charge by the YMCA for a certain number in a group. 

§ A discussion was held about a replacement clubhouse.  We agreed to pursue the idea of a pavilion, with John Landry 

volunteering to do the analysis.

This is the time of year when everyone comes out to play around the neighborhood. People are walking and 

biking; Kids are playing on the beach, swimming, and fishing. Families are picnicking and boaters are underway    

Please help everyone enjoy the season!!  Help keep our beaches clean!! 
 

Smile when you are at Hillbottom Beach! Our new camera is up and working.  It will cut down on the 

vandalism and problems we sometimes experience. 
 

CMIA beach properties belong to everyone in the community.  Please be considerate of others:  Share the 

grill and tables and keep any radios and music at a reasonable volume.   Guns, including but not limited to  

paintball guns, Airsoft, pellet and BBs, are strictly prohibited on any community beaches or property.  Watch 

your language, sound magnifies near water and there are children around !  Clean up any trash you bring or 

see from bottles to butts. Earn an extra gold star and pick up trash that was there before you arrived.  Watch 

your children  in the water- not all children are strong swimmers and rambunctious water play can be scary or 

dangerous.  The sandy hill at Hillbottom Beach is eroding badly. Climbing and playing on the hill is 

prohibited. Please stay off the hill. 
 

If you want to host a gathering or party at our beaches,  please contact a member of the BOD.  Hillbottom 

Beach is a very  popular community destination on summer weekends.  It is a small beach with a lot of users. It 

is not available for exclusive private use on weekends.  We also have Sunset Beach and Crabaway Pier 

available for your enjoyment.  All gatherings must abide by the CMIA beach rules with respect and 

consideration of other beach goers and surrounding residents.   
 

ONLY cars with CMIA parking stickers can park in the Hillbottom Beach lot .  Display your sticker on the 

windshield to avoid towing.  Stickers  and gate keys are available from Lillian Serio, 410-647-5450. Better yet, 

car pool or walk.  There is limited parking capacity.  Be kind and leave space for the elderly and handicapped. 
 

Trailer parking at Hillbottom Beach : Back trailers up into the wooded area on the left side of the lot. 

Remember how very limited our parking is and be sure to back your trailer in as far as possible.  Trailer parking 

is not permitted in those spaces that abut the beach.  
 

Do not store a boat on the beach! Boats left on the beach and in the woods are not only an eye sore, but a 

potential danger to children and pets as well as a breeding ground for insects and rodents. Unattended boats will 

be considered abandoned and reported to DNR for removal.   
 

Using the boat ramp:  be mindful of others who may be waiting.  Promptly move your boat or vehicle out of 

the ramp area.  Do not block access to the boat ramp, street, or parking lot entrance with cars trailers or beach 

furniture.   Please remember to close the black gate and ramp gate .  Hillbottom Beach  has a history of being 

a party spot.   Not everyone will respect  our beach as we do and vandalism and property trashing is costly to 

everyone. 
 

Drive carefully and be alert for children, joggers, walkers and dogs.   At dusk or early morning, itôs hard to see 

cars and people.  If you are walking., working or jogging, wear reflective clothing if possible.   
 

Park well off the roads so that all vehicles and especially emergency vehicles have enough room to get through. 

Do not stand or park a vehicle, whether occupied or not, within 15 feet of a fire hydrant or within 20 feet of a 

crosswalk at an intersection. do not park vehicles on the grass of our community properties, this includes The old 

Clubhouse property , Hillbottom Beach, and the corner of Arleigh and Hollywood 
 

Clean Up after your Pets:  Why you may ask?  .Dog poop smells bad and itôs full of nasty bacteria and 

nitrogen.  Bacteria can make people very sick  and lead to fish kills and algae blooms in the Bay.  Wildlife eat 

whatôs available to them on the land but dogs eat dog food or table scraps making dog poop  nastier and more 

lethal.  CMIA provides dog waste bags at both beaches for your convenience.   Please use them.  Remember - 

children play on the grass and make castles in the sand where your pet goes.  When you walk your pet, 

carry a bag to pick up waste and dispose of it properly.

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Our Environment  

 

Mosquito Spraying will begin in June, one night per week, between 7 PM and 7 AM. 

CMIA will post the days the times for the Adult Mosquito control spraying provided by AACo on our website.  

This free program designed to help control the mosquito population is most effective when combined with 

community residentsô cleanup efforts to reduce availability of breeding grounds. If you do not want to participate in the 

program, you must file an application with the County. You may contact the Program Supervisor at 410-841-5870, or  

the MD Department of Agriculture for the form. 
 

Tips to Rid Your Community of Mosquito Breeding Sites 

1. Clean rain gutters to allow water to flow freely. 

2. Remove old tires or drill drainage holes in tires. 

3. Store clay pots, plastic containers, wheelbarrows and plastic wading pools inside or turn them upside down when not 

in use. 

5. Dispose of all empty beverage containers, plastic wrappers, discarded toys, etc. 

6. Check for trapped water in plastic or canvas tarps used to cover boats, pools, etc. Arrange the tarp to drain the water. 

7. Pump out bilges in boats. Turn canoes and small boats upside down for storage. 

8. Replace water in bird baths at least twice a week. 

9. Remove pet food and water dishes that are not being used. 

10. Donôt leave garbage can lids lying upside down. Be sure water does not collect in the bottom of garbage cans. 

11. Flush water in the bottom of plant holders twice a week. 

12. Fix dripping outside water faucets. 

13. Check around construction sites or do-it-yourself improvements to ensure that proper backfilling and grading prevent 

drainage problems. 

14. If ditches do not flow and contain stagnant water for one week or longer, they can produce large numbers of 

mosquitoes. Report such conditions to a Mosquito Control Office. Do not attempt to clear these ditches because they 

may be protected by wetland regulations.
